ACMA exists to bring a professional standard to Children's Ministry.  This is 
done by establishing a membership that consists of individuals who uphold a 
high standard of excellence in their personal and professional life.  Therefore, 
members must meet the following criteria. 
 
• Experience (excluding internships)  

• One year as a compensated *Children’s Minister & Ordained and/or 
Licensed or   

• One year as a compensated *Children’s Minister & Bible College Degree 
or   

• Four years as a compensated *Children’s Minister  
*Definition of Children’s Minister: Currently ministering directly to children 
and/or training others to minister to children   

• Letter of Recommendation from Ministry Supervisor or Senior Pastor  
• Clear a National Background Check  
• Agree with the ACMA Statement of Faith 
• Abide by the ACMA Standards of Excellence for Children's Ministers
